Just take one example: one of the members of the Royal family, the son of Prince Charles - Harry appeared in one of the parties with fascist's swastika, which is, without questions, insulted not only the Great Britain but the whole world.
In conclusion, today people have become more likely to understand the whole tragedy of the Great Patriotic War. That’s why we help our veterans, celebrate the Victory Day with them, take part in some actions to say “no” to fascism. John F. Kennedy once said: “Forgive your enemies, but never forget their names”. We can forgive German people, but we never forgive fascism and never forget the tragedy of the Great Patriotic War.
